The priest puts incense, stands infront of the Cross, and sings this song three
times. Each time he finishes singing, the congregation shall repeat after him. If
time permits, the priest may allow a deacon or two to sing this song once only.
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Therefore, because it was the
Preparation Day, that the bodies should
not remain on the cross on the Sabbath
(for that Sabbath was a high day), the
Jews asked Pilate that their legs might
be broken, and that they might be taken
away.

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Then the soldiers of the governor
took Jesus into the Praetorium and
gathered the whole garrison around
Him. And they stripped Him and put a
scarlet robe on Him. When they had
twisted a crown of thorns, they put it
on His head, and a reed in His right
hand. And they bowed the knee before
Him and mocked Him, saying, '""Hail,
King of the Jews!" Then they spaton
Him, and took the reed and struck Him
on the head. And when they had
mocked Him, they took the robe off
Him, put His own clothes on Him, and
led Him away to be crucified.

Now as they came out, they found a
man of Cyrene, Simon by name. Him
they compelled to bear His cross. And
when they had come to a place called
Golgotha, that is to say, Place of a
Skull, they gave Him sour wine mingled
with gall to drink. But when He had
tasted it, He would not drink.

Then they crucified Him, and
divided His garments, casting lots, that
it might be fulfilled which was spoken
by the prophet: "They divided My
garments among them, and for My
clothing they cast lots." Sitting down,
they kept watch over Him there. And
they put up over His head the

accusation written against Him: THIS

IS JESUS THE KING OF THE JEWS.
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While he was sitting on the
judgment seat, his wife sent to him,
saying, "Have nothing to do with that
just Man, for I have suffered many
things today in a dream because of
Him."

But the chief priests and elders
persuaded the multitudes that they
should ask for Barabbas and destroy
Jesus. The governor answered and
said to them, "Which of the two do
you want me to release to you?" They
said, '""Barabbas!" Pilate said to them,
"What then shall I do with Jesus who
is called Christ?" They all said to
him, "Let Him be crucified!" Then
the governor said, "Why, what evil
has He done?" But they cried out all

Again, on the sixth day,
the Friday full of mysteries, Your hands were nailed to the Cross for his
redemption. Your face received impure spitting from the crucifiers, Your side was
pierced with a spear that You might revive him and, by the blood and the water
that came out of Your side, he gained new life and was brought back to his former
state.

Even now, O Lord, on this day, which is the Friday of Your Saving Passion and
the memorial of Your life-giving Cross, Your Church and her children, with one
accord, entreat You and supplicate before You, with this sweet incense, that as
You were pleased and created in the beginning, and finally redeemed and gave
life, now also be willing to visit all Your creation with Your mercies.
